Information about the Local Education Agency (LEA) Notification 

And Parent Option to “Opt Out” 
“What is the LEA Notification?”
LEA stands for “Local Education Authority”.  It is your local public school system.   Federal law (the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, “IDEA”) requires the EI program release limited personally identifiable information without your consent as a way to notify your school system (LEA) that your child may be eligible for special education services at age three.  
What is “limited personally identifiable information”?

Limited personally identifiable information includes your name, your child’s name, address, telephone number, and date of birth.  Any other information (for example, information about your child’s EI services, evaluations, or assessments) requires your written consent.  
I haven’t decided if I want to refer my child for special education services.  Is this the same as making a referral? 

Providing minimally personal identifiable information does not require you to refer your child for special education services.  

What will the school system do with this information?
School systems (LEAs) typically use the information to know there is a child who may be eligible for special education and related services when he/she turns three.  This would help plan future school budgets if they have an idea how many children might be starting special education services at age three.   
As a parent, you may “opt out” and not have the information sent.
You have 30 calendar days to “opt out”.  
After 30 days, the program will send this information to the LEA.
