Annual Fee for Early Intervention Services

FACT SHEET

The 5 W’s of the Family Fee
Who – The fee is assessed for all children with a signed IFSP except those on MassHealth or below 300% of federal poverty level, and is based on family size and income according to a fee structure developed by the Department of Public Health
What – The fee is assessed for all children with a signed IFSP except those on MassHealth or below 300% of poverty level (based on family size & income). Early Intervention programs must verify a family’s income by reviewing and completing the Income Attestation Form using one of the following 4 income verification mechanisms: 
· Most recent tax return or

· Most recent W2(s) and/or 1099(s) or 

· Last two (2) consecutive pay stubs/advises

· If none of these is available, a written statement of salary or wages.

When – At the initial IFSP development an annual fee will be assessed, these are annual fees. If your child is eligible for 6 months, you will be billed half the fee for the first 6 months. If your child continues to be eligible, you will be billed for the other half. (Fees will be adjusted if your child does not have an ISFP written for the full year, see Fee Brochure for more detail)

Where – After your child is determined eligible the IFSP is developed and the fee is assessed.


Why – Collecting fees is necessary to ensure that all eligible children have access to early intervention services. Funds received through collection of fees will be used to support the Massachusetts statewide, comprehensive Part C Early Intervention Program.
